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Introduction

The Autoaddress control comes with default styling provided by the stylesheet hosted via CDN during setup, using

standard CSS. Below outlines the possible changes you can make to the control. 

Customizing the Design

Getting Started with Customization

To get started with customization, you can inspect our control to identify the relevant selectors you want to modify

and apply your CSS rules.

Note: When adding additional CSS rules to override plugin styles, ensure that your custom styles are loaded

after the Autoaddress stylesheet. This is crucial to make sure your styles take precedence and avoid conflicts.

Importance of Loading Order: To prevent style conflicts, make sure your custom CSS is loaded after the

Autoaddress stylesheet. To get started with customization, you can inspect our control to identify the relevant

selectors you want to modify and apply your CSS rules.

Custom Styling for the Autoaddress input 

To make sure you are overriding the correct CSS classes we highly recommend using your favourite web inspector

tool, ie. Chrome dev tools, select the element you want to change and view the CSS rules currently applied to that

element.

To restyle the Autocomplete input, you can do so by selecting the appropriate selector, #autoaddress-input, and

then applying your custom styles.

Below is a sample css snippet which shows how to override the default Autoaddress styles to match your needs.

Autoaddress Form Integration Styling

If you're using the Autoaddress form integration type, you can customize the appearance of the localized address

form to match your preferences.

Turning off default form styles

By default, the Autoaddress form is styled, and you have the option to override these default styles. However, if

you prefer to start with a clean slate and apply no styles to the form, you can achieve this by setting the theme on

the Autoaddress control to an empty string (i.e., theme: ""). For more details on how to pass settings, please refer to

our settings section.
